Before her death, she
worked closely with Compassion & Choices, an end-of-life choice advocacy group, in hopes to
make choice an option for other terminally ill individuals

Due to school shootings like the one at Sandy Hook Elementary and more than 20 others in
the two years since, gun control became an issue that demanded attention. But the focus
turned toward mental health and the attention it deserved in regard to tragic shootings. It

was perplexing to some that only 27 states increased funding for mental health in 2014. There
were hopes that other states would pattern plans like Virginia, Minnesota and Wisconsin in their
