Science 
Students who take science classes have the

Topics range from chemistry to the dissection of 
different animals. 

Science activities include making such items

when contact explosives are used. Hydrogen sul­
fide with that memorable rotten eggs smell is 
also frequently used.

Students at Madison-Gram are required to 

take three and a half years of English. Students 

are exposed to topics such as grammar, compo­

sition, vocabulary, and literature.

The literature books provide a 

variety of poems. essays, plays, short stOries, and 

novels. Supplementary material is also used.
